Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the early hours of 11th July, police were called to a disturbance within property at Glenburn Road.  On arrival, police forced entry into the property due to the nature of call and occupant refusing to allow police access.  2 males heavily intoxicated who had been shouting at each other.  1 male cautioned and charged.  ASB Team informed of incident.

· On Saturday 8th July, a report was received regarding numerous cars parked on both sides of the road restricting the road to single lane at Quadrant, North Berwick.  Police attended however no vehicles were illegally parked.

· On 17th July, police attended at South Hamilton Road regarding a complaint re vans parked close to junction.  Vans moved on and advice given.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On 7th July, Misuse of Drugs search of a person was conducted in St Baldreds Road, North Berwick a personal amount of illegal drugs were recovered. 1 male cautioned and charged with possession of cannabis and issued with a formal police warning.

· In the early morning of Saturday 8th July, police were informed of 2 loud bangs being heard, possibly by a shotgun in Lochbridge Road.  Police attended and on further investigation found a large 50 gallon drum in the rear of a garden, which had been burning rubbish. It is believed that perhaps a canister or such like has gone off whilst being burned.  No concerns.  

· In the early hours of Sunday 9th July, police received a report of males acting suspiciously around the Forth Street / Kirk Ports areas.  Police attended and made search of the area with no trace.  No crimes reported in the area at that time.

· In the evening of Monday 10th July, police received a report that youths were kicking the door at Blenheim House possibly trying to gain access.  Further call stating youths had left heading towards Westgate.  Police attended, unoccupied DH, all secure.  No trace of youths.

· On 11/07/17 within the Ship Inn, North Berwick, it was reported that a purse had been stolen from a handbag.  No witnesses.  Details taken for further enquiry.

· On 12/07/17 on Abbotsford Road, there was a car damaged.  Nothing seen or heard, details taken for further enquiry.

· On 13/07/17, whilst parked at Kirk Ports, North Berwick, a car has been damaged.  Nothing seen or heard.  Police attended and noted details.

· Between 11/07/17 and 13/07/17, a vehicle has been damaged whilst parked on Glenburn Road, North Berwick.  Nothing seen or heard.  Details taken.

· On 21/07/17 a complaint was received regarding a beggar outside the Coop on the High Street.  Police attended, male checked out, advice given and asked to move on.

· On 23/07/17 report was received regarding a theft of a golf buggy whilst left unattended outside a shop on the High Street, North Berwick.  Details taken for further enquiry.

· On 25/07/17, report of theft of petrol from Tesco Petrol Station .  CCTV viewed but VRM unclear, details taken for further enquiry.
