North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· A traffic ticket was issued to a driver on 14TH February 2018 in Tantallon Road, North Berwick for not having an MOT.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· During the early hours of 10th February 2018, Police received a loud music complaint at a property in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. On Police attendance, all was quiet.
· In the afternoon on 10th February 2018, Police received a report of youths knocking on doors at Kirk Ports, North Berwick. On Police attendance, there were no youths in the area.
· In the late afternoon on 2nd March, Police received a report of a window at a house in Westgate, North Berwick having been smashed by a group of youths throwing snowballs.

3. Housebreaking

· Between 1700hours and 2200 hours on 4th March 2018, a break-in occurred to a dwelling house in Glasclune Gardens, North Berwick, whereby a quantity of jewellery was stolen as well as the owners’ two vehicles, which were parked outside the property. Enquiries are still ongoing.
4. Parking

· 92 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of February 2018.
CAPP

The date of the next CAPP meeting is on Wednesday 28th March 2018, Council Chambers, North Berwick.
February’s CAAP meeting was cancelled due to the adverse weather conditions and the priorities listed below for the previous month have been carried forward.

1. Speeding and noisy vehicles in and around Grange Road, North Berwick.

2. Anti-social behaviour in Law View, North Berwick.

3. Dangerous parking on roadways near Drem Railway Station.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

1. On 15th February 2018, Police received a report of a male having breached his bail in Forth Street, North Berwick. He was subsequently traced, arrested and detained in custody for appearance at Court.

2. Around 1930 hours on 22nd February 2018, a male and female shoplifter entered The CO-OP, High Street, North Berwick and stole a quantity of alcohol. Both have been identified from CCTV footage and are being reported to the Procurator Fiscal.

3. During the evening of 24th February 2018, Police stopped a vehicle in Marine Parade, North Berwick and found the driver to be in possession of a controlled drug.

4. In the early hours of 25th February 2018, 2 males were issued with Recorded Police Warnings after causing a disturbance in Clifford Road, North Berwick.

5. During the afternoon of 25th February 2018, a female shopper had her designer sunglasses stolen whilst within The CO-OP, High Street, North Berwick. Enquiries are ongoing to trace possible suspect from CCTV footage.

6. Around 1300 hours on 28th February 2018, Police received a report of a male shoplifter within The CO-OP, North Berwick having stolen a quantity of alcohol. Enquiries are still ongoing to trace him.
