Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

3. Housebreaking

· Between 0030 and 0700 hours on 10th August, entry was gained to the business premises at ASB Taxi’s North Berwick, whereby a safe containing cash and an Audi vehicle were stolen. Enquiries are still ongoing at this time.
4. Parking

· 152 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of    August 2018.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information
