Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety
· There are no road safety issues to report this month.
2. Antisocial Behaviour
· During the evening of 8th January 2019, East Lothian Community Action Team, along with North Berwick Community Officers, executed a misuse of Drugs warrant at an address in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. A quantity of cocaine was recovered within and 2 persons were charged in connection.
· During the evening of 20th January 2019, a female was assaulted outside The Ship Inn, North Berwick. A female has been identified as being responsible and enquiries are ongoing to trace her.
· Following a disturbance within an address in Law View, North Berwick on 20th January 2019, a male was arrested and charged with a breach of the peace.

· Two calls were made to Police late evening on 28th January 2019 in relation to youths congregating and making excessive noise in the park at Law View. On Police arrival, the park was empty and no youths were in the vicinity.

3. Housebreaking

· During the early hours of 25th January, entry was gained to the Abbey Nursing Home, North Berwick by smashing a window and a safe removed from the office within. Items recovered within the grounds and enquiries ongoing.
· Overnight between 24th and 25th January, entry was gained to Fidra Nursing Home, North Berwick via a window and a quantity of cash stolen from an office within. Enquiries are still ongoing.

4. Parking

· The number of parking tickets that were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in the North Berwick  in January was 117
