North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· Numerous speed checks were conducted in Lochbridge Road North Berwick with several warnings administered and tickets issued. Full update at CAPP 
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· A call was received on Friday 5th April approx. 1600 hours regarding a large number of drunk youths on the beach near to the Glen Golf Course.  Due to other policing demands, police didn’t attend until about 1930 hours, when at this time there were no youths.
· In the evening of Thursday 11th April, police were called to a large group of youths causing a nuisance on High Street, North Berwick.  Police attended.  Youths were waiting on bus to go home.  Youths left the area, no further issues.
· In the evening of Friday 19th April, a noise complaint was received regarding a property in Glenburn Road.  Details passed onto East Lothian Noise Team.

· In the evening on Saturday 20th April, a male was seriously assaulted on the High Street, North Berwick. Enquiries ongoing.
· In the early hours of Sunday 21st April, police received a report of 2 males fighting outside The Auld Hoose, Forth Street.  Police attended, all parties dispersed and went their separate way before police arrived.
· In the afternoon of Tuesday 23rd April, there was a report of a group of underage male youths drinking alcohol and playing loud music on the beach.  Police attended a short time later however no trace of the youths on arrival.

· On Monday 29th April, police received a report of loud music coming from a house in Lochbridge Road.  No noise on police arrival.

3. Housebreaking

· Sometime between the 2nd and 4th April, the fence surrounding the Army Cadet hut has been tampered with.  No signs of forced entry to the hut.
· In the early hours of Friday 12th April, Alandas in Quality Street, North Berwick, was broken into and a safe stolen from within.  Enquiries ongoing at this time.
· In the early hours of Saturday 13th April, police were called to a break in to North Berwick High School.  Police attended and after a foot chase apprehended 5 youths who were subsequently charged.

4. Parking

· 77 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of March

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On 3rd April, a male attended at a property in Westgate claiming to be an ex offender and offering for sale cleaning products.  Male left prior to police arrival.  Search of the area made, however male not traced. 

· On Monday 8th April, police were informed of 2 male youths entering the Co-op, High Street, and stealing a quantity of alcohol.  CCTV available.  Enquiries ongoing.
· On Wednesday 10th April, police were informed of a female entering the Co-op, High Street, and stealing a quantity of alcohol.  CCTV available.  Positive line of enquiry ongoing.

· Police were informed of a break in to a van and tools stolen overnight whilst the van was parked in Gilbert Avenue.  Enquiries ongoing.

· On Sunday 21st April, at Dalrymple Service station, persons took £20 worth of diesel, failing to pay for same.  CCTV available.  Enquiries ongoing.

· About 1150 hours on Friday 26th April, a silver Ford Transit was stolen from marine Parade.  Enquiries still ongoing.

· Between Saturday evening 28th April and Sunday 29th April the front window of 76 High Street North Berwick was damaged, enquiries ongoing.

· Overnight 1st May to 2nd May 2019 a mountain bike was stolen from outside an address in Craigleith Avenue North Berwick, enquiries are ongoing.

· On the 5th May 2019 a vehicle had its wing mirror knocked off in Lochbridge Road NB, suspected to be another vehicle, enquiries ongoing
