Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· In the evening of Monday 27th May, it was reported to police of a suspected drunk driver.  Police traced female who provided a positive breath test and was cautioned and charged with drink driving.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Saturday 11th May, a complaint was received regarding the loud noise from The Golfers Rest, North Berwick.  Police attended and spoke with the licensee.  There had been a band player however band finished prior to police arrival.  
· Sometime during the night of Thursday 16th May into Friday 17th May, whilst parked in the car park at The Law, the rear windscreen of a motor vehicle was smashed by means unknown.  Enquiries ongoing.

· On Saturday 18th May, police were called by staff at The Ship Inn to assist with a male being drunk and abusive.  Police attended and a male charged with refusing to leave, drunk and disorderly behaviour in licenced premises and 3 x minor assaults.
· On Monday 20th May, whilst out walking her dog, a female complainer was assaulted by an unknown male after his dog had went for her dog.  Believed male is from the local area.  Enquiries ongoing to trace the male.

· Overnight between Tuesday 21st and Wednesday 22nd May, 4 male youths have entered the outdoor Jacuzzi area at the Marine Hotel, and have swam under a gap into the indoor pool area.  The males then left by smashing a glass pane of window.  CCTV and enquiries ongoing to identify the youths responsible.
· On Sunday evening, police received a call regarding a drunk male behaving in a disorderly manner.  Police attended.  Male checked out and taken home.

· On the evening of Friday 24th May, police were called to what was described as a 15 year old male drunk and staggering about the path near to Tesco.  Police attended a short time later however after a search of the area, no trace of the described male.
· On the evening of 28th May 2019 a house in Keppel Road North Berwick was the target of eggs being thrown; no damage was caused.
· On 31st May a call to Police about youths “shouting swearing and playing loud music” in Balderstones Wynd on Police attendance there was no trace of the youths.
