North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· In the morning of Friday 23rd August, a non injury road traffic collision occurred on the B1347 North Berwick to Kingston Road, where the driver of the offending vehicle was issued with a conditional offer of fixed penalty for careless driving.
· In the early hours of the morning of 30th August 2019 a Vehicle accident occurred at Marmion Road, North Berwick where the vehicle overturned, the male driver sustained a cut to his hand. Over the following day the male was seen within the North Berwick area acting in a strange manner. Several calls were received by Police about this male who was traced, taken to Waverley Train Station where he got a train back south. 

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· On the evening of Wednesday 7th August, a report was received of youths running along and banging on house doors in Gilbert Avenue, North Berwick.  Police attended however no trace of youths on police arrival.
· Over the weekend of 23 – 24th August, a couple of complaints were received regarding loud music coming from a house in Lochbridge Road.  Police attended on both occasions.  Occupier warned re music and turned music down.

3. Housebreaking

· Around 3am on 21st August, a housebreaking occurred in York Road where two cars were stolen, a grey Audi RS6 Estate registration number G2 SUD and a black Land Rover Defender registration number G1 SUD.  Nine distinctive wrist watches valued in excess of £85,000 were also taken during the theft. Enquiries ongoing.
· Overnight between 20th and 21st August, containers at the building site at Tantallon Road were broken into.  Unknown at present if anything was stolen.  Enquiries ongoing.

4. Parking

· 171 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of July

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Monday 5th August, a suspicious male was stopped and searched, where he was found to have stolen property on him belonging to local shops.  Male charged with shoplifting x 3
· In the evening of Thursday 8th August, a member of public raised concern due to finding clothes on the old pier.  Lifeboat, local coastguard and helicopter called out and made full search of area.  Following extensive searches no trace of anyone was found. False alarm with good intent.
· Two youths from the Edinburgh area were charged with stealing a Ridgeback bicycle after being seen by police on same and admitting to taking it.    
· On Friday 9th August, whilst parked on School Road, North Berwick, a car was vandalised.  Details taken and enquires to be made.

· It was reported that on 19th August, 2 bikes were stolen and on the 21st August 1 bike was stolen from North Berwick High School.  Enquiries ongoing. 
· Sometime overnight between 24th and 25th August, whilst parked in Forth Street, a car had both passenger side tyres punctured by means of a sharp implement.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.

· On Sunday 25th and Tuesday 27th August, a shoplifting occurred on both dates at Co-op, High Street whereby the same male entered the shop and stole a bottle of wine. Male caught on CCTV and enquires are ongoing. The male was traced and has been charged with shoplifting.
· On Thursday 29th August a door at the Sports Centre was damaged by unknown means, value of damage was estimated at £250.00 Enquiries are ongoing.

· In the early hours of 1st September 2019 a window in Viewforth was broken by a male walking with a group along the street. CCTV to be checked. Crime report for vandalism has been submitted.
