North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· Police received a phone call regarding a vehicle driving the wrong way down Abbey Road, North Berwick.  Police traced the vehicle parked up on the High Street.  Driver spoken to who had mistakenly driven the wrong way but when realised, quickly corrected her direction.  
· On Sunday 6th October, whilst police were on routine patrol, a vehicle was observed and on checking, the vehicle had no insurance or MOT.  Driver stopped and charged. 

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the early hours of Saturday 5th October, police were called to a disturbance at Glenburn Road.  Police attended and spoke to male involved, who was sent on his way home.  No issues.
· In the evening on Saturday 5th October, a stone was thrown at a bathroom window in Keppel Road causing damage.  Enquiries ongoing.

· On Sunday 6th October, a complaint of loud music was received coming from a house in Lochbridge Road.  Police attended and a male was arrested for breaking his ASBO.

· On Friday 11th October, police attended a complaint regarding loud noise in Law View.  After attending a complaint was received regarding a smashed window.  Police returned and arrested a male on suspicion of vandalism and conveyed him to Dalkeith.  He was later released without charge due to insufficient evidence.

· A male has been arrested in connection with 2 incidents at dwelling houses in the Sim Forth and Whitecross Bow areas where he was found in circumstances where it was reasonable to infer that he was there for the purposes of theft.  The same male has also been charged with 2 theft shopliftings in the town.
· Police were called to youths causing a nuisance in Fidra Court in the early hours of Saturday 19th October.

Police attended, youths moved on, no issues.
· Police received a call regarding a group of youths had thrown an item at their car whilst travelling along the High Street.  No damage, no further concerns raised.

· Concerns were raised at Law Primary School.  Over the last couple of weeks small bits of damage have occurred on the roof of the building.  Concerned that youths are climbing on the flat roof of school and using it for drinking and may injure themselves.  More attention to be given when possible.
· In the evening of Thursday 24th October, police were called to youths causing a disturbance on Gilbert Avenue.  Police attended a short time later however no trace of youths in Gilbert Avenue or surrounding area.

3. Housebreaking

· In the late evening of Monday 14th October, the Construction Site on Tantallon Road was broken into and an attempt to steal large quantity of diesel however culprits were disturbed and made off leaving diesel behind.  Enquiries ongoing.
· Between 19th & 23rd October, a theft slip in occurred at a house in Dirleton Road.  Police attended and enquiries ongoing

· Late evening on 29th October, police were called to an unconfirmed alarm activation at a holiday house in Tantallon Road which was unoccupied at the time.  On arrival, the ground floor window was ajar and 1st floor window smashed.  A dog handler was called and on their arrival, the male suspect emerged from the property.  A search of the property confirmed no one else inside.  Male was cautioned and charged with Housebreaking with intent.  

4. Parking

· 125 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of September

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Monday 14th October, police were called to North Berwick as father had lost his 11 year old son.  Police attended who located boy close by and reunited him with parents.  No concerns.
· On Wednesday 16th October, at North Berwick Train Station, an electric bike was stolen by cutting the lock by unknown means.  Details to be passed to British Transport Police for further enquiries and possible CCTV.
· In the afternoon of Sunday 20th October, a silver La Pierre Zesty mountain bike was stolen whilst insecure and unattended in the bike rack outside Abbey Church.  Enquiries ongoing.
· On Monday 21st October, at North Berwick Train Station, a black and blue Norco Hybrid Racing bike was stolen by cutting the lock.  Further enquiries to be made.
· On Wednesday 23rd October, a male stole 3 bottles of wine from Tesco’s, North Berwick.  Positive identification on the male made and further enquiries to locate male to be made.

· On Wednesday 23rd October, a bottle of Whisky was stolen from The Scottish Seabird Centre.  CCTV available, and further enquiries to be made to identify the male.

· On Wednesday 23rd October, a male was reported to be seen acting suspiciously around the harbour area, police stopped and searched the male and was found in possession of items which it may be reasonable inferred that he intended to commit theft.  Male cautioned and charged. 
· On Thursday 24th October, a vehicle which was parked within a driveway at Lochbridge Road has been scratched by nail or similar.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.

· It was reported to police that on Saturday 26th October a bottle of wine was stolen and on Sunday 27th October, various items to the value of £40 were stolen from Aldi, North Berwick.  CCTV available and enquiries ongoing.
