North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On the evening of Saturday 14th December, whilst police were on routine patrol in the North Berwick area, they observed a vehicle pulling out ahead of them, weaving across the road.  The vehicle was stopped and the male driver failed the roadside breath test.  Male taken to Dalkeith and cautioned and charged with drink driving.
· On the 30th December an elderly male crashed his car into a garden at Arkwright Court, no injury was sustained.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· On Tuesday 10th December, police were called to a male beggar sitting on the High Street shouting at people and causing annoyance.  Police attended, he was a Big Issue seller.  Male moved on.
· On Friday 13th December, police were called to two males outside the Ship Inn who had been removed from the locus but were now refusing to move on and causing a nuisance.  Police attended, and moved males on.  Police were called again a few hours later, as males reported to have come back and were trying to get back into The Ship Inn.  Police attended again and taken to friend’s house outwith North Berwick. No further issues.

· On Saturday 14th December, police were called to The Ship Inn as a fight had broken out between 4 – 5 males.  Police attended however nothing ongoing, parties had already dispersed.  No complaints.
· On 18th December the Janitor at the High School reported 35 wooden slats on a fence at the school had been damaged, a crime report for vandalism was raised and enquiries are ongoing.

· During the evening of 20th December a call was received about youths playing loud music and drinking in the Lodge grounds Police attended a short time later but the youths had dispersed.

· On the 27th December a male was seen by Officers to be drinking alcohol in the street he was issued with a  Recordable Police Warning whilst being issued with the ticket his friend approached smelling strongly of cannabis was searched and found in possession of cannabis charged and reported to PF

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· In the early hours of Tuesday 10th December, police were called to a concern for the welfare of a female in the Tantallon area of North Berwick.  Police attended and female arrested for breach of bail.
· On 14th December, a male attempted to use a stolen bank card to pay for goods in Nisa Store, however the male was recognised as trying this previously and card taken off him, and police contacted.

· On 16th December, a male was traced, cautioned and charged with theft, attempting to use stolen bank card and Breaching Bail. Report submitted to PF 
· On the 31st December a “gathering” took place in the High Street between 2330-0100hrs 1/1/20 some 200 persons attended one incident occurred during the gathering where two males were warned re their behaviour.
· On Sunday 5th January 3 x Irish £50.00 notes were tendered at Tesco all notes had the same serial number. CCTV captured the person responsible enquiries on going.
