Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· On Sunday 2nd February, police were called to a drunk male refusing to get off the bus and being aggressive to the driver.  Police attended, 16 year old male checked out and found to be in breach of his bail conditions.  Male taken to hospital given his age and alcohol consumption, declared fit to be released from hospital and into police custody.  
· In the afternoon of Friday 7th February, police were called to youths who had thrown an egg at a window in Rhodes Park.  Police attended however no trace of youths on arrival.
· In the evening of Friday 7th February, a couple of calls were received regarding youths throwing stones/knocking doors.  Police attended however no youths on arrival.  Advice given.

· On the early evening of 29th Feb  two calls were received regarding a group of youths behaving in an unruly manner in High street and Glenorchy Road knocking doors and behaving in an unruly manner. Enqs ongoing to identify those responsible

3. Housebreaking

· It was reported to police that on Saturday 15th February, a garage in Fidra Road, North Berwick was broken into, searched, however nothing stolen.  Enquiries ongoing.
4. Parking

· 58 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of January 2020.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· Between 1st December 2019 and 6th February, approx. 20 creels have been stolen in stages from North Berwick Harbour.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.
· In the early evening of Wednesday 12th February, two females were caught on CCTV stealing alcohol and baby milk from the Co-op, North Berwick.  Enquiries ongoing to identify the females.
· On Friday 14th February, police were informed of a possible human bone found on the beach in North Berwick.  Police attended and uplifted the bone.  Image of bone sent to bone specialist and confirmed bone was not human and believed it to be a humerus bone from a bird.

· Between 0930 and 1400 hours on Thursday 20th February, the signage for local coffee shop which sits on the A198 near to Castleton Farm has been damaged.  Details taken and further enquiries to be made.

· On 27/02/20 a quantity of alcohol was stolen from the premises of the Co-op High Street North Berwick by a male in his 30’s. CCTV footage obtained and enquires ongoing to identify him.

· A male from the Edinburgh area has been identified and charged with 6 high value thefts of alcohol from Co-op in both North Berwick and Gullane which occurred since start of Feb. 20. He has also been charged identified for 8 other similar crimes in the Haddington, Dunbar and East Linton areas.
