Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· During the evening of 7th September 2017, there was a report of a speeding vehicle in the High Street, North Berwick, which, according to the caller, happens most evenings. No Police were free to attend and the registration number was obtained for information of local officers.
· During the morning of 24th September 2017, a vehicle was stopped in the High Street, North Berwick and found to be un-insured. Owner to be reported to The Procurator Fiscal.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· During the early hours of Sunday 17th September 2017, a complaint was received regarding noise from patrons outside The Auld Hoose Public House. Police attended and all was quiet on arrival.
· During the afternoon of 23rd September 2017,Police were called to a disturbance in the High Street, North Berwick near to The Cancer Research Shop. A female is to be traced and charged accordingly.
· During the early hours of 26th September 2017, a female was arrested for threatening and abusive behaviour, after a disturbance was reported at an address in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick.
3. Housebreaking
              Between 8th and 9th September 2017, an attempt has been made to break into Emma Combe Hairdresser,
              Market Place, North Berwick. No entry was gained and enquiries are still ongoing.

4. Parking

· Parking attendants issued 242 parking tickets in North Berwick for the month of August 2017.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On 6th September 2017, staff at The Co-op, High Street, North Berwick reported a male shoplifter having stolen a bottle of Champagne. CCTV footage was viewed by Police and the male has been identified. Enquiries are still ongoing to trace him.
· Between 8th and 9th September 2017, a ladies bicycle was stolen from outside North Berwick Sports Centre. Enquiries are still ongoing.

· During the evening of Saturday 9th September 2017, a number of items were stolen from the rear of a DJ’s van whilst parked outside The Glen Golf Club, amounting to £950. Details were taken and enquiries are still ongoing.

· On 10th September 2017, staff in The Co-op, High Street, North Berwick reported the theft of approximately £185 worth of alcohol. A male was subsequently traced, arrested and charged with this theft.

· On 10th September 2017, staff at Nisa, High Street, North Berwick reported the theft of champagne and vodka from the shop. The same male responsible for the theft of alcohol at The Co-op has subsequently been traced, arrested and charged for the theft.
· On 13th September 2017, staff at LIDL checked their cctv system and discovered the theft of a television from the store on 7th September 2017. The male responsible for the theft was identified from cctv by Community Police in North Berwick and has subsequently been traced, arrested and charged. He is the same male responsible for the Co-op and Nisa thefts.

· During the early hours of 18th September, the male driver of a vehicle stopped in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick was found in possession of cannabis and issued with a recorded Police warning.
