Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· Several complaints have been received regarding the issue of possible speeding in Grange Road, North Berwick. Community Officers are aware and speed checks are being carried out.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· Police were called to Law View, North Berwick on the evening of Thursday 18th January in relation to a number of youths causing a nuisance to residents there by knocking on windows and doors. Police attended however, no youths were there on arrival. Community Officers were made aware of the call and are to give passing attention.
· Between Friday 26th January and Saturday 27th January, Police received a report that an outside toilet at  North Berwick Golf Club had been set on fire. There is no CCTV in area where the toilet located and no witnesses. Enquiries are still ongoing.
· Around 0100 hours on 28th January, Police were called to a disturbance at The Ship Inn. On Police arrival several persons were milling around outside the premises but no disturbance was ongoing. No complaints to Police were made.
3. Housebreaking

· There have been no reports of housebreaking since the last Community Council Report.
4. Parking

· 149 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of December

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· During the day on 9th January 2018, a report was received regarding a vehicle having been damaged outside The Golfers Rest, North Berwick. Enquiries to trace the offending vehicle are ongoing.
· During the day on 11th January, a mobile phone was stolen whilst left unattended within The Cancer Research Shop, High Street, North Berwick. No cctv within and enquiries are still ongoing.  
· On 13th January, a theft of alcohol occurred at Tesco’s, North Berwick. Culprits were caught on CCTV footage and enquiries are continuing.
· During the afternoon of the 17th January, a vehicle was damaged whilst parked on St Baldreds Road, North Berwick. Details taken and are to be made.  

· On 19th January, a male was assaulted whilst within an address in Craigleith Avenue, North Berwick. Details were obtained and enquiries are still ongoing.
· On 28th January 2018, a male was arrested at an address in Wotherspoon Way, North Berwick after breaching his bail. He was detained in custody overnight.
