Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety
There were no road safety issues reported over the past month.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· During the afternoon of 11th March, Police were called to a noisy music complaint at a dwelling house in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. Police attended and music was turned down on request.
· During the early hours of 13th March Police were called to a further noisy music complaint to an address in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. Police attended and music was turned down on request.
· During the evening of 13th March 2018, Police were called to The Golfers Rest, High Street, North Berwick regarding an abusive customer. On Police arrival, the matter was dealt with and no formal complaints were made.
· In the early hours of 17th March 2018, a male was issued with a recorded Police warning in St Baldreds Road, North Berwick after a disturbance there.

· During the evening of 17th March, Police were called to a noise complaint to a dwelling house in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. On Police attendance, there was no noise and the occupier was spoken to.
· During the afternoon of 20th March 2018, Police received a noise complaint from an address in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. On Police arrival, there was no noise.
· During the evening of 20th March 2018, Police were called to an address in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick in relation to an ongoing disturbance. On Police arrival, there was no disturbance and no complaints made.

· In the evening of 21st March, Police were called to a noise complaint at an address in Market Place. There was no noise on Police arrival.
3. Housebreaking

· Overnight on 28th March 2018, a housebreaking occurred in Sainthill Court, North Berwick whereby the property was entered and a house key stolen. Enquiries are ongoing.  
· During the early hours on 30th March 2018, The Dalrymple Services were broken into and a quantity of cash stolen. Enquiries are ongoing.

4. Parking

· 92 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of February

· During the day on 19th March 2018, all four tyres of a vehicle parked in North Berwick High School carpark were damaged. Enquiries are ongoing.

· Overnight between 19th and 20th March 2018, a motorbike was stolen from outside an address in Eastfield Road, North Berwick. It was later found abandoned in Niddrie, Edinburgh and enquiries are still ongoing.
