North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· During the evening of 16th December 2018, Police stopped a vehicle driving on Dunbar Road, North Berwick, which was not insured. Driver was charged accordingly and the vehicle seized.
2. Antisocial Behaviour
· On 17th December 2018, a male was arrested for shoplifting within Tesco, North Berwick after he was seen by staff  to take alcohol from the shelves and drink same. He was also found in possession of alcohol from the store secreted within his clothing. The male was detained for Court the following day.

· During the early hours on 25th December 2018, an anonymous noise complaint was received regarding persons in Forth Street, North Berwick near to The Auld Hoose pub. On Police arrival, the premises were closed and no persons were within the street at the time.

· During the evening of 29th December 2018, Police were called to The Auld Hoose pub, Forth Street, North Berwick regarding a male patron who was refusing to leave. He was later charged with a breach of the peace and related licensing offences.

· During the afternoon of 2nd January 2019, Police were called to a disturbance in Lime Grove, North Berwick. 2 males were later charged with a breach of the peace in relation to the call.
3. Housebreaking

· Overnight between 9th and 10th December, the construction site at 19 Law Road, North Berwick was entered and the storage container forcibly broken into. Approximately £8000 worth of power tools was stolen. Enquiries are currently still ongoing.
· Between 24th and 26th December 2018, the premises of East Coast Buses, Tantallon Road, North Berwick have been broken into and a computer and quantity of cash stolen. Enquiries are still ongoing.
4. Parking

· The number of parking tickets that were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during November 2018 is 109.
CAPP

· The date of the next CAPP meeting is on Wednesday 9th January 2019, 1930 hours, Town Chambers, North Berwick.
                   The current CAAP priorities are:
· Festive period patrols.
· Dog fouling on sports pitches.
· Speeding on A198.
Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information
· On 8th December 2018, a female was seen to enter Wilkies, 19 Station Hill, North Berwick and steal a jumper. She has since been traced and charged with theft shoplifting.
· Between 2345 hours on 14th December 2018 and 0015 hours on 15th December 2018 a window was smashed at 2A East Road, North Berwick by unknown means, causing approximately £100 damage. Enquiries are ongoing.

· Around 1800 hours on 16th December 2018, a male was caught on cctv entering the East Lothian Council amenities yard in Heugh Road, North Berwick. He was seen to cut open the padlock to a container within and steal a number of electrical items. Enquiries are ongoing to identify the male concerned.
· Between 21st and 22nd December 2018, a laptop has been stolen from 27 Old Abbey Road, North Berwick. Enquiries are ongoing to establish the full circumstances.

· Between 24th and 26th December 2018, the front window of Cake café, High Street, North Berwick has been cracked by unknown means. Enquiries are still ongoing.
