Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· In the afternoon of Tuesday 12th March, at the junction of Dirleton Road and Hamilton Road, a male cyclist was involved in a collision with a van. The man sustained serious injuries and was taken to Edinburgh Royal Infirmary for treatment.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· During the evening of Saturday 9th March, police were called to a complaint regarding youths loitering on the High Street playing music and making noise.  Police attended and spoke with youths who were making a bit too much noise.  Asked to keep the noise down.  No Issues. 
· Overnight on 14th March, all 4 tyres were slashed on a car parked in Lime Grove.  Details taken and enquiries currently ongoing.

· In the afternoon of Saturday 16th March, a report was received that eggs were thrown at a couple of houses in Lochbridge Road.  Police attended and spoke with house owners.  No damage, no persons seen.

· During the month, several complaints had been received by police re antisocial behaviour from a property in Lochbridge Road.  A male has been arrested and charged with breaching his ASBO, and will appear at Edinburgh Sheriff Court Tuesday 2nd April 2019.
3. Housebreaking

· In the evening of 12th March 2019, at Heugh Road Industrial Estate, North Berwick persons had entered the secure Unit and entered an insecure unit.  A large amount of car batteries was stolen. Enquiries are currently still ongoing
4. Parking

· 84 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of February.
