North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· During the afternoon of Tuesday 4th June, whilst parked on the High Street, a car was hit by another vehicle and persons failed to leave details or report to police. Details taken and further enquiries to be made.


· On Monday 10th June, a 16 year old male was stopped by a member of the public riding a moped who was thought to have no licence.  Police attended and further enquiries to be made to establish if any crimes were committed.

· On Thursday 13th June, a hit and run vehicle accident was reported on Haddington Road. A wing mirror was knocked off a stationary vehicle by an unknown passing vehicle.


· On Thursday 20th June, a hit and run vehicle accident was reported on Clifford Road. It was suspected a local bus had struck and damaged a parked vehicle; enquiries are ongoing.


· On Wednesday 26th June, a male driver was eventually stopped by police in Quality Street after being signalled to stop for a lighting offence. The male was later charged with a road traffic offence and resisting/obstructing police officers and will be reported to the Procurator Fiscal.  

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· During the evening of Wednesday 5th June, police were called to the café in the Lodge Grounds, North Berwick, where it was reported there was a group of youths kicking at the building.  Police attended, however no trace of youths.

· On Wednesday 5th June at approx. 2200 hours, police were called to a group of youths causing a disturbance on the High Street, North Berwick. Police attended, but youths ran off on arrival.  
· On Thursday 6th June, it was reported to police that a couple of cars were damaged during the previous night.  Enquiries ongoing in relation to youth problems being reported and the subsequent damage to cars.

· In the afternoon of Sunday 9th June, police were called to an intoxicated male in the High Street causing a disturbance.  The male was arrested and taken to Dalkeith Police Station where he was subsequently charged with acting in a disorderly manner.
· In the early hours of Monday 10th June, police were called to loud music coming from a house in Eastfield Road.  Police attended a short time later, however no noise on arrival of police.
· On Saturday 15th June, police were called regarding a number of youths causing annoyance and disturbance on Melbourne Road. No trace of youths on police arrival.  

· On Saturday 15th June, police were called to loud music coming from an address in Law View. Music stopped before police arrived but Police and ASB team aware of address and working together.

· On Monday 17th June, several calls were made to police regarding concern for a male sleeping rough in Strathearn Road. A 55 year old male was traced and left in care of ambulance service.   
· On Wednesday 19th June, police were called to North Berwick High school to deal with a 15 year old pupil who had a small knife with him whilst in school. He was later charged with offence and excluded from school. The police Youth Justice Officer has been made aware of offence.

· On Friday 21st June, police were called to loud music coming from an address in Lochbridge Road. Occupier was spoken to by police and turned down music.

· On Sunday 30th June, police were called to an address in Law View after reports of 2 males attending at the address and threatening occupier and stealing property from within. Enquires ongoing to trace suspects.  

3. Housebreaking

· In the early hours of Tuesday 11th June, Alandas in Quality Street was broken into and a large quantity of money stolen.  Enquiries ongoing.
4. Parking

· 183 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of June.

1. Deal with and monitor any Anti Social behaviour associated with end of term school parties.

2. Tackle speeding concerns on A198 especially on a Wednesday and Sunday evenings for motorcycles.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· During the evening of Tuesday 4th June, Police were called to a possible hand seen in a drain near Pilgrims Way, North Berwick.  Police attended and retrieved the item, which was found to be a dog’s squeaky toy hand.

· On Thursday 6th June, following the execution of a drugs warrant, a male was charged under the Misuse of Drugs Act following the recovery of drugs from an address in North Berwick.

· In the afternoon on Friday 7th June, a generator whilst chained and padlocked to a wooden post at Glen Golf Clubhouse was stolen.  Details taken and enquiries are ongoing.

· On Thursday 13th June, police assisted with an HMRC operation into Tax and VAT fraud. Numerous addresses were visited in the North Berwick area and a number of persons were arrested, interviewed and later released pending further investigations. 

· On Thursday 20th June, police were called to Dalrymple Service station following the theft of fuel. Enquiries are ongoing but it is possible this was a genuine mistake by driver.

· On Tuesday 25th June, report taken by police in relation to the theft of a child’s scooter from Rhodes Park between 16th and 17th June.
