North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On Friday 5th July, it was reported to police that on Forth Street, a vehicle crashed into a refuse lorry and another car however failed to stop and leave details.  Details taken of offending vehicle and further enquiries to be made to trace driver.
· In the evening of 12th July, officers conducted a routine stop near to the Dalrymple Service Station.  The vehicle was checked and showed to have no MOT or Insurance.  Driver was cautioned and charged and the vehicle seized.

· On the evening of 4th  August  a road sign was knocked over in Market Place; enquiries ongoing

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Wednesday 3rd July, a call was received regarding a male causing a disturbance in the street.  Police attended and intoxicated male returned to his home address.
· In the evening of Saturday 6th July, a call was received regarding the loud noise from persons gathered on the roadway outside The Auld Hoose.  Phone call make to The Auld Hoose however advised their customers were not involved.  No police available to attend and no further calls.

· In the early hours of Sunday 7th July, police were informed of a fight which had occurred between 2 males in Forth Street.  No CCTV in area and door to door carried out however unknown who these males were.  Reported for information.
· Call was received in the evening of Saturday 6th July regarding loud music coming from a property in Law View.  Police attended however all quiet on police arrival; occupiers had gone out for the evening.

· In the early hours of Sunday 28th July, police received an anonymous call regarding a group of people standing outside the Auld Hoose making a lot of noise.  No persons in street on police arrival.
· Police attended an address in Dall Hollow, North Berwick, following a noise complaint however all quiet on police arrival.

· On 3rd August 2019 a noise complaint was received from the Harbour area due to excess noise from persons leaving the Fringe by the Sea. On Police arrival all persons made their way quietly.

3. Housebreaking

· In the early hours of Saturday 13th July, a house in Beach Road was broken into through an insecure window.  Intruder was disturbed and made off.  Nothing stolen.  Enquiries ongoing. 
· Sometime in the early hours of Saturday 20th July, a house in Williamstone Court was broken into.  Personal items stolen along with red VW Golf with registration number MJ64 TEO. Enquiries are ongoing.
4. Parking

· 183 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of June.
· 171 parking tickets were issued by East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the Month of July

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· In the morning of Tuesday 2nd July, a drive off occurred at Dalrymple Service Station.  CCTV available and details of offending vehicle obtained.  Further enquiries to trace driver.
· Over the last few weeks there have been a few calls to police reporting scam phone calls regarding bank accounts.  There has been no loss of monies to any complainers.  For information. 

· Sometime between 1700 and 2030 hours on Sunday 7th July, 2 mountain bikes were stolen from the back of a van whilst parked on Cromwell Road, North Berwick.  Enquiries ongoing.
· Sometime between 1700 hours on the 9th July and 0830 hours the next morning, an attempt had been made to steal a motorbike which was parked up in Mill Walk Business Park.  Persons failed to steal the bike but extensive damage was caused.  Enquires ongoing at this time.

· Sometime between Wednesday 10th July and Friday 12th July, whilst parked in Victoria Road, rear hub caps of a motor vehicle have been stolen.  Further enquiries to be made.

· On Wednesday 17th July, a B-Twin adult’s bike was stolen whilst padlocked at North Berwick Train Station.

· On Wednesday 17th July, a male stole tobacco from the Co-Op, High Street, North Berwick.  CCTV available and enquiries are ongoing.

· In the second half of July on 2 occasions youths have entered North Berwick High School, causing damage.  Youths have been identified and positive lines of enquiries ongoing.
· On Tuesday 23rd July, a drive off occurred at Dalrymple Service Station.  Enquiries ongoing to establish if this was a genuine error.

· In the early hours of Sunday 28th July, whilst carrying out a licenced premises check at the Auld Hoose, North Berwick, a male was found in possession of a bag of white powder.  He was subsequently cautioned and charged and barred from the premises.
· Between 30th and 31st July, a black Specialised Pitch small adult’s bike was stolen whilst padlocked at North Berwick Train Station.  Reported to British Transport Police to progress.
· On the 31st July 2019 a youths bike was stolen from the Railway Station it was later recovered near-by Enquiries on going by BTP.

· In the early hours of 1st August 2019 a brick was thrown through a window in Craigleith Avenue. Enquiries are ongoing 

· On the 1st August at Westgate, North Berwick a female was approached by a male. The female became alarmed and made her way home. The male was traced 
· On 2nd August 2019 a theft shoplifting occurred when a male stole a 10 pack of Tennent’s lager.

· On the 3rd August a call was received about a torch light on the Law. Fire Service attended and found a fixed light; there have been several reports of a light on the Law previously.
· About 1700hrs on 5th August 2019 a theft of £98.50 worth of alcohol from the Coop High Street North Berwick occurred. On exiting the male was unaware of Constables Paterson and Bamford on a foot patrol. He was arrested, cautioned and charged with shoplifting
