Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On the 6th September Police were made aware of a possible drunk driver riding a motorbike in the North Berwick area.  Officers attended the area and observed the possible suspect on the bike.  He failed the roadside breath test.  The male also failed to display L plates on his motor vehicle in accordance with his driving licence.  The male was conveyed to Dalkeith and cautioned and charged with both offences.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· Over this past few weeks a male has been entering numerous shops in the High Street, North Berwick for no other purpose other than engaging with staff in conversation and becoming a general nuisance.  He has been spoken to by officers regarding this behaviour and was issued with a recordable police warning.
· During the evening of 21st September a noise complaint was received from a member of the public regarding the band in the Auld Hoose. Unsure if it complaint was about the music or the level of noise!!

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Friday 6th September, a theft at the Co-op, High Street, occurred where a bottle of Vodka was stolen.  CCTV available.  Enquiries ongoing.
· On Friday 6th September, items were stolen from a fishing boat at North Berwick Harbour. CCTV available.  Enquiries ongoing.
· Sometime overnight on Sunday 8th to Monday 9th September, 3 fishing rods were stolen from a boat which was outside complainer’s house at Eastfield Road.  No CCTV or witnesses.
· A drive off occurred at Tesco Petrol Station on 10th September.  CCTV available and positive line of enquiry to trace the driver.

· Following an incident of males allegedly hare coursing in the Whitekirk area reported to police on the morning of 12th September, 4 males were arrested and have been subsequently charged in connection with offences against the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 and various Road Traffic offences.

· An E-bike was stolen from the cycle bays outside Abbey Church in the afternoon of Friday 13th September.  Enquiries ongoing.
· On Saturday 14th September, a bike was stolen whilst chained outside the sports centre.  Details taken and enquires are ongoing. 

· On 18th September a report of a shoplifting from Tesco was reported a local male who has come to Police attention recently was charged with the offence 

· On Monday 23rd September, a male was issued with a Recordable Police Warning after attempting to steal a purse from complainer whilst in the Cancer Research shop in North Berwick High Street.  

· On 27th September a shoplifting from Coop High Street  was reported and a local male who has come to Police attention recently was charged with the offence
