Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On Sunday 26th January, whist on mobile patrol, police stopped a vehicle on Glenburn Road.  The driver was driving whilst disqualified, held no insurance or MOT.  Vehicle seized and male cautioned and charged.  Also arrested on 2 non appearance warrants.  Has been further disqualified by the court.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the early hours of Tuesday 7th January, a garden belonging to a property in Dall Hollow has been vandalised by unknown persons.  Police attended and enquiries ongoing. 
· In the evening of Saturday 25th January, a male was assaulted outside The Golfers Rest.  Police attended and enquiries ongoing.

· Another incident of vandalism and anti-social behaviour in the Dal Hollow and Pilgrims Way area has been reported to Police. This is now a CAPP priority.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Saturday 18th January, police were called to Tesco, North Berwick regarding a concern for a baby being left in a car sleeping whilst the parent was in doing a shop.  Male traced and cautioned and charged with Children and Young Persons Act, Section 12.
· In the evening of Friday 17th January, the front outer window pane at a house in Williamstone Court was smashed.  Nothing seen however noised heard about 2230 hours which may be related.  Enquiries ongoing. 

· On Sunday 19th January, a shoplifting occurred at the Co-op store on the High Street, North Berwick.  2 persons caught on CCTV.  Enquiries ongoing.

· On Saturday 1st and Sunday 2nd February evenings a male dressed in Hi Vis was responsible for two shopliftings in the Coop taking a large amount of alcohol. Enquiries ongoing
