Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities
1. Road Safety

· On Monday 20th July, police were called to a male being hit by a car along Marine Parade, North Berwick.  Vehicle failed to stop and provide details.  Driver traced, and charged with failing to stop and careless driving.
· On Thursday 23rd July a male was charged with Drink Driving in the High Street; a report has been sent to the Procurator Fiscal 

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Monday 6th July, police received a call regarding a large group of youths in the Lodge grounds playing loud music and possibly drinking.  Police attended, and dispersed the youths.  2 youths taken home to parents.

· In the evening of Tuesday 7th July, police were called to youths congregating at the playing fields at North Berwick High School.  Police attended however no trace of youths.
· In the afternoon of Sunday 12th July, a report of youths swimming in a dangerous part of the harbour was received. Refused to leave when asked to do so by harbour master.  Police attended and youths moved to safer area. 

· On Tuesday 21st July, a call was received regarding youths in The Lodge Grounds playing loud music and drinking.  Police unable to attend due to being involved with other calls.  CCTV viewed and no youths seen.  No further calls.

· On Friday 24th July numerous calls were received by Police that a large disturbance was ongoing in Melbourne Place. On Police arrival one male from Port Seton was identified as being the main instigator and was charge with a Breach of the Peace.

· At Lunch time on Monday 27th July an elderly male was seen to shout at passers-by as he sat on a bench in the High Street. The male was traced a short time later and warned about his “preaching” to others.

3. Housebreaking

· Sometime between 10th–12th July, damage has been caused to the iron entrance gate at Tantallon Castle and a door removed from an external storage cupboard. Nothing stolen.  Enquiries ongoing at this time.
· Overnight 29th into 30th July persons unknown entered the building site at Dandara Heugh Brae and stole a quantity of timber. Enquiries are ongoing. 

4. Parking

· 60 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of June.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Saturday 11th July at around 1430, a lime green Trek Mountain Bike was stolen from North Berwick Harbour.  A young white male aged around 14 years, wearing a dark blue hoodie was seen to take it. Enquiries are ongoing
· On Wednesday 29th July a male was seen by staff to be shoplifting within the North Berwick Pharmacy. He was approached by a member of staff and he pushed her as he exited the Pharmacy. The male has been identified by local Officers and a report will be submitted to the Procurator Fiscal for assault and theft.
· On 29th July a report of the theft of a two seater blue/green Kayak was reported from Marine Parade. Enquiries are ongoing

· During the month numerous calls about youths diving into the harbour have been received. This practice has been going on for years. The Harbour Trust is aware and monitors the situation very well.
