North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On Friday 7th August, police were made aware of cars speeding in the area of Pilgrims Way on a regular occurrence.  Information passed to local community officers.
· On Sunday 16th August, police were called to Law Road, where reports had been made to police of a vehicle that had crashed into the barriers at North Berwick Primary School and drove off towards Kingston direction.  Two males were traced near by the vehicle.  The driver was charged with failing to stop and failing to report an accident.  He was also arrested for drugs offences.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Tuesday 4th August, police were made aware of youths congregating in The Lodge Grounds and playing loud music.  Police were unable to attend due to other calls however contact with informant confirmed youths had dispersed and all was quiet an hour after initial call.
· Ongoing issues regarding youths congregating in the Law Primary School grounds and leaving broken bottles and rubbish lying around.  Community Officers made aware of issue.

· In the evening of Wednesday 5th August, police were called to an address in Lochbridge Road where loud music could be heard.  Police attended and spoke with occupier who turned music off.

· On Friday 7th August, police were called to a disturbance at Lochbridge Road.  Police attended and spoke to 2 males who had had a fall out.  Both parties spoken to and calmed down.  All in order, no further police action.

· In the evening of Saturday 8th August, police were called to youths in The Lodge Grounds, playing loud music and drinking alcohol.  Community Officers attended and spoke with some youths who were there, advised about volume of music and tidying up their rubbish.
· In the evening of Saturday 8th August, police were called to a disturbance in High Street, North Berwick.  Police attended and calmed the situation down.  2 males were charged with abusive/threatening behaviour.

· In the evening of Saturday 8th August, police were called to a noisy party at Glenburn Road.  Police attended where a party was ongoing within rear garden.  Music turned down and persons dispersed.

· In the early hours of Sunday 9th August, police were called to an address in North Berwick where loud shouting could be heard.  On arrival a male was arrested for aggressive behaviour and reported for summons.
· In the early hours of Sunday 9th August, a male was issued with a fixed penalty for urinating in the street.

· In the evening of Monday 10th August, various calls were received regarding large groups of youths in The Lodge Grounds and High Street areas of North Berwick, playing loud music and being generally loud.  Unfortunately there were no sets free to attend at the time.  Council CCTV contacted to keep an eye on the area.  No further issues.  Local Community Officers made aware.

· In the evening of Wednesday 12th August, police were called to The Lodge Grounds where a report of youths playing loud music and drinking alcohol was received.  Police attended however no youths on police arrival.

· In the evening of Friday 14th August, police received a call regarding youths in The Lodge Grounds drinking and smoking and causing a general nuisance.  Police attended however no youths on police arrival.  

· In the evening of Friday 14th August, police received a call regarding youths at Elcho Green near the anchor playing loud music.  Police attended however no youths on police arrival.
· In the evening of Sunday 16th August, police were made aware of loud music being played from a property in Lauder Rambling.  Police attended and spoke with the occupier who turned the music down.  Whilst police were at the property a smell of cannabis was detected.  A small amount of herbal cannabis was found within the property.  Occupier issued with a recordable police warning.

· In the early hours of Sunday 16th August, police were called to loud noise from a house in Craigleith Avenue.  Police attended where a small gathering was taking place outside in the garden. No issues, persons dispersing. 
· Between Sunday 23rd and Wednesday 26th August a pedal cycle was taken from a garden in Old Abbey Road. Enquires are ongoing.

· On the evening of 28th August a small fire was discovered in a property at Wotherspoon Green. Fire Brigade attended no person was injured; the house did suffer some smoke damage.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Saturday 15th August, at Law Road, police received a report of a theft of motor vehicle which had just occurred by use of true key.  Police immediately attended.  Shortly after a report was received of a male with a similar description being seen in a number of gardens acting suspiciously.   Police traced this male where he refused to provide details.  Male arrested and conveyed to St Leonards where he was charged with various offences including Theft of MV and Intended Theft.  Vehicle was later found abandoned within the North Berwick area.
· On Sunday 23rd August, police received a report of a male supplying alcohol to underage youths.  Police attended and details taken.  Enquiries ongoing to identify male.
