North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On Friday 4th September, a motor vehicle was stopped on High Street, North Berwick and found to have no valid MOT.   Further enquiries to be made regarding insurance.  Ticket issued for no MOT.
· In the morning of Saturday 5th September, a van collided with a Tesco artic lorry on the A198 between Tantallon and Seacliff.  Vehicle damage only, no injuries.  The male driver of the van was issued with a fixed penalty ticket for careless driving.  

· In the early hours of Saturday 12th September, whilst on mobile patrol, officers stopped a vehicle in Dirleton Avenue where it was established the male driver had no insurance.  On speaking with male there was a strong smell of alcohol detected.  The male subsequently failed the roadside breath test.  Male taken to St Leonards where he was later charged accordingly.

· At 0955 hours on Saturday 26th September, a vehicle hit another car in the Glebe car park.  The offending vehicle failed to stop or report the accident.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.  

· On Sunday 4th October, whilst on routine mobile patrol, officers stopped a vehicle in Dirleton Avenue where it was established the driver had no insurance.  Vehicle seized and driver charged accordingly.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the late afternoon of Sunday 6th September, a report of youths playing loud music at the football pitches at Greenheads Road.  Police attended where there were a couple of youths in the area but were not causing any noise. 
· In the evening of Tuesday 8th September, a complaint of loud music from a property in Lochbridge Road was received.  Police attended a short time later and assessed that the noise was not excessive within the property.  Householder spoken to and made aware of complaint.

· On Friday 11th September, in North Berwick, a 28 year old male was charged with 7 offences including vandalism, breach of the peace and possession of an offensive weapon.

· On Saturday 12th September, police were called to a group of youths drinking in a back garden at Melbourne Place.  Police attended where a small group of youths were spoken to.  Alcohol confiscated from persons under 18.  House owner spoken to and given advice and reminded of COVID restrictions.  

· In the evening of Saturday 12th September, a complaint of loud music from a property in Lochbridge Road was received.  No noise on police arrival.  All parties spoken to. 

· In the evening of Thursday 17th September, a complaint was received regarding a large group of youths outside St Andrews Blackadder Church.  No evidence of alcohol however concerned they are breaking covid19 rules.  Police were unable to attend due to higher graded calls however there were no further calls regarding problems with youths to the area that night.
· On Friday 18th September, police received a couple of complaints regarding youths drinking and causing a nuisance in and around The Lodge Grounds.  Police were unable to attend when call first came in however they attended a few hours after initial complaint and spoke with youths who had no alcohol and causing no issues.  Police remained in the area in case of any further calls.
· In the evening of Friday 2nd October, police were called to a large group of youths in the Lodge Grounds.  Police attended and dispersed group.

· In the evening of Sunday 4th October, a male was charged with assault and a breach after a disturbance in Lochbridge Road.

3. Housebreaking

· In the early hours of Saturday 5th September, a male forced entry into the Tesco Filling Station Petrol Kiosk, stealing food from within.  He was also seen earlier trying doors at the Drift Café, and thereafter stealing milk from outside the premises.  Male identified and cautioned and charged with various offences.  
· Sometime between 1400 and 2230 on Sunday 6th September, a sneak in theft occurred from a property in High Street, North Berwick.  Enquiries ongoing.

4. Parking

· 161 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of August.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· At approx. 1900 hours on Tuesday 1st September, a male attempted to steal alcohol and toilet roll from Tesco in North Berwick.  Enquiries ongoing to identify male.
· Report of possible hare coursing was received on Monday 7th September in a field just south of Balgone Estate.  Males were disturbed by member of the public and made off towards Drem direction.  

· In the evening of Tuesday 15th September, a member of the public called police regarding a male lying on pavement in the High Street that appeared to be intoxicated.  Police attended and identified male who was drunk.  Male taken back to his home address.

· On the evening of Friday 18th September, a report of 2 females shoplifting from Nisa Store was received.  Details taken and CCTV available.  Further enquiries to be made.

· On Saturday 19th September, in Law Road, North Berwick, a male was found to be in possession of a personal amount of cannabis. Male given a recordable police warning.
