North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· In the evening of Sunday 18th October, on Dundas Road, North Berwick, following a road traffic accident, a male was charged with drink driving, no insurance and no driving licence. 
· On Wednesday 21st October, police were called to a possible drink/drug driver after a Road Traffic Accident occurred in Tesco’s car park.  Police attended and conducted breath, drug and impairment test which driver passed.  

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Friday 9th October, Police were called to a large group of youths congregating in The Lodge Grounds.  Police attended however most of the youths dispersed on seeing police.  Five or six spoken to and advice given re noise and social distancing.
· In the early evening of Saturday 10th October, police were called to large group of youths in The Lodge Grounds playing loud music.  Police attended and spoke with 3 youths who were there with a large Bluetooth speaker.  Suitable advice given and asked to return to their homes.

· On Friday 16th October, a report of a large amount of youths in the Lodge Grounds.  Possible underage drinking and flouting covid19 regulations.  Police were unable to attend due to other calls.  No further phone calls re youths that night.

· In the early hours of Saturday 17th October, a report was received regarding a party and loud music at a property in Lochbridge Road.  Police attended and spoke with occupier and his partner who were watching the TV.  No party and no loud music.  Occupier made aware of complaint.

· In the evening of Sunday 18th October, police received an anonymous call regarding youths smoking cannabis in a shed in the park near to North Berwick Community Centre.  Police attended however no trace.

· On Monday 19th October, a report was received of youths in The Lodge Grounds throwing eggs and traffic cones around.  Police attended where 4 youths were within grounds not causing any issues.  They were moved on and advised to return home.  
· In the evening of Tuesday 20th October, a report of an unknown object smashing through a window at St Margaret’s Road was received.  Police attended and details taken.  Enquiries ongoing at this time.
· In the late hours of Tuesday 20th October, a complaint of youths on the platform at North Berwick Railway Station playing loud music was received.  Police attended and traced youths.  No issues and youths all dispersed.

· In the evening of Friday 23rd October, police were called to a large number of youths having a party in The Lodge grounds.  Police attended however youths all ran off on police arrival.

· In the evening of Saturday 24th October, a report was received of a party on the beach breaking covid19 regulations.  Police attended however there were no persons on beach on arrival.
· In the evening of Sunday 25th October, a report was received of youths in The Lodge grounds playing loud music and setting off fireworks.  Police unable to attend due to all sets being fully committed.  No further reports.  No further police action.

· About 2255 hours on Thursday 29th October a report was received by Police that two males were vandalising the cash machine within the old phone box on Quality Street by smashing it with what looked like a baseball bat. On Police arrival the males had left the scene leaving a fence post embedded in the machine. CCTV was viewed and a description passed to local Officers. The following evening PC Paterson saw two males who matched the description of the males responsible for the damage, arrested and later charged both males with the offence. 

· Around 2000 hours on both Friday 30th  and Saturday 31st October Police were called to The Lodge grounds where there were numerous youths setting off fireworks and generally being rowdy. Police attended on both occasions but the youths scattered to all corners. No damage was observed at the time.

· About 1700 hours at the side of North Berwick Professional Golf Shop, an adult bike which was left insecure was stolen.  Bike later recovered the following day in The Lodge Grounds.  CCTV available and enquiries ongoing.
