Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Tuesday 3rd November, a complaint was received regarding loud noises coming from a house in Lauder Rambling.  Police attended and spoke with occupier, no noise ongoing on police arrival.

· In the evening of Friday 6th November, a call was received regarding youths gathering in The Lodge.  Youths thereafter seen moving to the High Street area.  Police attended and spoke to several groups of youths in the area however none causing any problems.
· In the evening of Friday 6th November, a report of a male walking about Lochbridge Road with a laceration to the face was received.  Police traced the male at the ERI where he was spoken to and it was established that he was assaulted.  Enquiries currently ongoing.
· In the evening of Saturday 7th November, police were made aware of a minor assault to a 15 year old girl in Quality Street, North Berwick.  Police attended and located the 15 year old girl and the suspect.  Enquiries made to establish circumstances.  A 13 year old female was issued with a police warning for assault and vandalism.
· In the evening of Friday 13th November, police were called a number of times regarding a large number of youths in The Lodge Grounds playing loud music.  Police attended where no music was playing and youths all scattered on police arrival.   

· In the afternoon of Sunday 14th November, police were called to a report of approx. 10 youths in The Lodge Grounds smoking cannabis, drinking, smashing bottles and being verbally abusive.  Police attended however no trace of any youths on arrival.

· In the evening of Friday 20th November, police were called to a large number of youths in The Lodge Grounds, playing loud music and drinking alcohol.  Police attended however the majority of the youths ran off on police arrival.  Police spoke with the youths that remained.  Details were taken and advice and warnings re Anti-Social Behaviour given to youths.
· In the evening of Friday 20th November, police were called to youths throwing stones at passing cars at the entrance gate of The Lodge Grounds.  Police attended however no trace of these youths.

· In the late evening of Friday 20th November, police were called to a group of youths playing loud music in the High Street, North Berwick.  Police attended however no trace of youths on police arrival.

· In the evening of Saturday 21st November, police were called to loud music being played from a house in Lochbridge Road, North Berwick.  Police attended and spoke with occupiers and asked for the music to be turned down.  No further calls.

· In the evening of Sunday 22nd November, police were made aware of loud music being played from a house in Lochbridge Road.  Police were unable to attend due to higher graded calls.  The complainer was called back a couple of hours after call and music had stopped.  No further police action.
· In the early evening of Saturday 28th November, police were called to a report of a group of youths throwing eggs at cars along East Road.  Police attended however no trace of youths.

· In the evening of Saturday 28th November, police were called to a group of youths fighting on the High Street, North Berwick.  Police attended however no trace of youths. 

3. Housebreaking

· Sometime overnight between Thursday 26th and Friday 27th November, a garage in Hamilton Road was broken in to and 2 specialised bikes, set of golf clubs and household items were stolen.  A motorbike which was parked on the driveway was also stolen.  Police attended and enquiries ongoing.

· 87 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of October.
