Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· During the evening of 22nd December a vehicle was seen by Police at Tesco North Berwick having no insurance in place it was uplifted and the owner charged.
· Police have been made aware of an Electric Scooter being driven down the High Street North Berwick; this is a road traffic offence as the scooter is classed as being a motor vehicle therefore requires insurance and a driving licence.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the afternoon of Sunday 6th December, a report was received of youths throwing objects (possibly metal) at cars on Dunbar Road.  Police immediately attended however no trace of youths or reports of any damage to vehicles.
· In the early hours of Monday 7th December in Lochbridge Road, a male was arrested and charged for breaching his ASBO order by playing loud music from his house.
· In the evening of Saturday 12th December, police were made aware of a possible party with loud noise coming from a house in Clifford Road, North Berwick.  Police attended, where guests within house were asked to leave.
· In the evening of Saturday 12th December, police were made aware of possible drug taking in a property in St Andrew Street, North Berwick.  Police attended however no persons within and no noise or smells.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· At 1745 hours on Thursday 3rd December, a male shoplifter stole vodka from The Co-Op, High Street.  CCTV available.  Enquiries ongoing.
· In the afternoon of Thursday 3rd December, a female stole a watch from Why Not, High Street.  Female caught on camera and enquiries ongoing to identify her.

· On Monday 7th December, police were made aware of a male shoplifter who stole vodka and food from the Co-op, High Street.  CCTV available, enquiries ongoing. 

· On the 27th December Officers were called to a breach of Covid regulations to a house in St Andrews Street. 5 young persons were within the garden area. The rules were explained and they left with no issues.
· About 2345 hours on 31st December 2020 a large number of youths attended the High Street looking to “see in” the New Year. Officers attended engaged with the youths explaining to them the reasons for not being in groups and encouraged them to disperse to their relevant homes.

· About 0045 hours on 1st January 2021 a group of youths were found to be within the Lodge Grounds by Police they were also encouraged to head home. No Covid tickets were issued due to the compliance of the youths.
