Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· There were 2 calls over the weekend of 6th and 7th March regarding youths gathering at the park in The Lodge.  Police attended on both occasions however youths had dispersed and weren’t causing any issues.
· In the afternoon of Tuesday 9th March, police were made aware of a small number of youths at the skate park who were drinking alcohol.  Police attended however the youths ran when they saw police.

· In the evening of Friday 12th March, youths have broken part of a fence at North Berwick High School.  CCTV is available and enquiries ongoing to trace culprits.

· In the evening of Saturday 13th March, police were made aware of youths gathering in The Lodge Grounds playing very loud music.  Police attended and moved youths away from The Lodge.  Police remained in the area to ensure no further issues.

· Police have been made aware of ASB issues regarding youths ringing doorbells / knocking on windows of dwellings in the Dall Hallow and Grieve Turn area of North Berwick.  Local officers made aware and attention to be given to the area.
· In the evening of Saturday 20th March, police were made aware of a large group of youths gathering and playing loud music.  Police attended and traced youths in the park where they were moved on.
· A male was arrested and charged in connection with a number of incidents in North Berwick in the early hours of Sunday, March 21st.  These included the vandalism at The Auld Hoose pub in Forth Street and damage to a car on Lochbridge Road.
· On Sunday afternoon on March 21st, at the recreation park, North Berwick, police received a complaint regarding youths playing loud music and playing football.  Police attended and gave advice to youths re noise level of music.
· On Saturday 27th March, police were informed of youths in the football grounds causing a nuisance.  Police attended where there were separate groups of youths playing football on separate pitches.  No drinking, no issues, no crimes.

· In the evening of Saturday 27th March, police were called to a male causing a disturbance on Russell Walk, North Berwick.  Police attended however no trace of male and no further calls.
