North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· In the afternoon of Monday 5th April, police were alerted to a vehicle on Marmion Road due to the manner of driving.  Checks revealed no valid MOT was in place for the vehicle.  Conditional Offer issued.
· On Friday 16th April, at Dirleton Avenue, police were called to a 2 car minor injury vehicle accident.  A male was issued with a FPT for careless driving.

· In the morning of Wednesday 28th April, a vehicle accident occurred between a motorcycle and car on Wishart Avenue, North Berwick.  The rider of the motorcycle was taken to hospital with non life threatening injuries.  He was later charged with careless driving, driving without a valid driving licence and no MOT.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Thursday 1st April, police were made aware of youths possibly intoxicated congregating in Quality Street.  Police attended however no trace of youths.
· In the evening of Wednesday 7th April, police were made aware of a disturbance in Lochbridge Road.  Police attended where 2 males were charged with breach of the peace and breach of covid regulations.
· In the evening of Saturday 10th April, it was reported that youths were gathered at North Berwick Railway Station playing loud music, making a lot of noise and causing a general nuisance.  Police attended and dispersed youths.

· In the afternoon of Wednesday 14th April, police were made aware of noise/antisocial behaviour issues at the football pitch.  Police attended where some youths had been playing football.  No alcohol or ASB issues. 

· In the evening of Saturday 18th April, there was a report of a disturbance in the street at Law View, North Berwick.  Police attended however no disturbance on police arrival.  
· In the evening of Monday 19th April, police received a report of youths setting fire to a shopping trolley on Dunbar Road.  SFS attended and put out fire.  Police attended however no trace of any youths.  No damage to any property.
· On Saturday 24th April, early evening, police were advised that a large group of youths were causing a disturbance on the 3G pitch.  Police attended where there were 3 youths on police arrival. No issues.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· In the early hours of Thursday 1st April, within a vehicle at Tantallon Terrace, a male was given a RPW for possession of a personal amount of cannabis.
· In the evening of Thursday 1st April, whilst on mobile routine patrol, officers discovered a smashed window at the High School.  Window boarded up and enquiries ongoing.

· Two males were charged with assault and robbery which occurred on Monday 5th April in North Berwick.

· Between the 5th and 6th April, a Range Rover was stolen from Hamilton Road, North Berwick.  Enquiries currently ongoing.

· In the evening of Thursday 8th April, a vehicle was stopped on Marine Parade where a positive drugs search took place.
· On Friday 23rd April, a walker fell while climbing North Berwick Law injuring her ankle.  Police Scotland, Scottish Fire and Rescue and the Scottish Ambulance Service attended and safely got the injured female down and taken to a waiting ambulance where she received treatment for a suspected broken ankle. 
· In the early hours of Sunday 25th April, a male was arrested for his threatening behaviour, police assault and obstruction at Forth Street, North Berwick.
