North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On the morning of Wednesday 5th May, police were called to a no injury 2 car crash near Kingston.  The driver of one of the vehicles was given a Fixed Penalty for careless driving.
· On the afternoon of Monday 10th May, a minor injury road traffic crash occurred near to Congalton.  Male driver charged with careless driving.
· Between 1700 and 1725 hours on Wednesday 12th May, a vehicle whilst parked on Ware Road was hit by another unknown vehicle causing damage.  Offending vehicle failed to stop or report.  Enquiries ongoing.

· In the early hours of Tuesday 18th May, there were two separate (not related) incidents of drink driving reported to police which occurred at High Street, North Berwick.  As a result a 22 year old man and a 55 year old man have been arrested for driving whilst over the prescribed limit of alcohol.  Both have been reported to the Procurator Fiscal.

· A male was issued with a fixed penalty ticket due to his careless driving on the North Berwick to Gullane road on Wednesday 26th May.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Sunday 2nd May, police were made aware of youths gathered at the playing fields where they were screaming and playing loud music.  Police attended however no trace of any youths on police arrival.
· Numerous reports of damage to the building at Law Primary School have been reported to police over the last month.  Police aware and enquiries ongoing.

· In the evening of Friday 14th May, police were made aware of approx. 40 youths making their way from the High Street to The Lodge. The youths appeared to be under the influence and acting in a disorderly manner.  Police attended however no trace of any youths on arrival.  No further calls.

3. Housebreaking

· In the early hours of Sunday 2nd May, a theft slip in occurred at a house on Moffat Place.  3 vehicles were stolen by true key.  Enquiries ongoing.
4. Parking

· 57 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of April.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· Around 0920 hours on Wednesday 19th May, police received a concern for person call at the cliffs near the Drift in North Berwick.  Emergency Services attended and the matter resolved.  A female teenager was taken to the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh for assessment.  No further police action.
· Police were called to Sweet News in High Street, North Berwick, after a man dressed in black and wearing a black face covering held the shop’s staff at knife point at about 2pm and Thursday 20th May.  The suspect stole cash then ran away from the premises.  Enquiries ongoing to identify the male.

· On Sunday 30th May, a vehicle drove off from Dalrymple Service Station failing to pay for fuel.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.
