Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· Complaint received regarding the speed of vehicle on Pilgrims Way.  Information passed to Roads Policing and Community Officers for attention and consideration for speed checks.
· Complaint received regarding the speed of vehicles on Dirleton Avenue. Information passed on to Roads Policing and Community officers for attention and the consideration for speed checks.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· On Wednesday 7th July, it was reported to police that overnight the front of Costa Coffee had been vandalised.  Police attended and enquiries ongoing.
· On Friday 9th July, at Alandas, Quality Street, police were called due to a customer’s behaviour.  Police attended and male was issued with a RPW for breach of the peace

· On Friday 9th July, police were called to Law Primary School as youths were seen climbing on the roof of the building.  Police attended however no trace of any youths.

· In the evening of Tuesday 13th July, police were made aware of youths causing a nuisance outside a property close to the harbour/seafront.  Police were unable to attend immediately due to other commitments however attended later where there was no trace of youths.

· On Wednesday 21st July police were called to North Berwick harbour regarding approximately 40 youths jumping in to the sea from harbour wall. Police attended and youths moved on. 

· On Friday 23rd July police were called to North Berwick harbour regarding youths jumping in to the sea from harbour wall. Police attended and youths had left prior to police arrival.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information
· On 25th July Local Community officers along with partners from Scottish Fire and Rescue, North Berwick RNLI and The Coastguard attended at a pop up police event on the East Beach raising awareness and promoting water safety to members of the public.

· Overnight between the 5th  and 6th July a theft occurred from a vehicle whilst parked on Cromwell Road, North Berwick.  Male caught on CCTV and enquiries are ongoing to identify male.

· In the early hours of Wednesday 7th July, 2 vehicles whilst parked unlocked in a driveway on Ben Sayers Park were entered, searched and items stolen from one of the vehicles.  Male caught on CCTV, enquiries ongoing.
· In the early hours on Saturday 24th July a minor assault occurred on the High Street North Berwick. Enquiries are ongoing to identify person responsible.
· On the afternoon of 1st August RNLI, Coastguard, Scottish Ambulance Service and Police were called to attend at the beach area on Tantallon Terrace regarding  2 children and an adult male having gotten in to difficulty in the sea. Both children and the adult male were safely out of the water. The adult male having ingested a large quantity of sea waterwas conveyed to hospital for precautionary reasons.
