North Berwick Community Council Meeting

Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Friday 6th August, a male was issued with a ASB FPN for urinating in a public place.

· In the evening of Saturday 7th August, a female was issued with a ASB FPN for drinking in a public place

· In the evening of Wednesday 11th August, in North Berwick, police were made aware of 3-6 male youths aged approx. 10 – 15 years throwing a bottle at a soft top car hitting the windscreen and nearly the driver.  Damage caused to the windscreen.  Youths ran off towards the Rugby Club direction.  Enquiries ongoing. 

· In the evening of Friday 13th August, a disturbance took place within a dwelling in Lochbridge Road.  A male was arrested for threatening and abusive behaviour and 2 x assaults.

· In the evening of Friday 13th August, at the harbour Fringe event, a male was under the influence being aggressive and abusive.  Police attended and spoke with informant.  Male had been a bit drunk and was being mouthy towards staff that had ejected him however male had left prior to police attending.  No further complaints.

· In the evening of Sunday 15th August, it was reported to police that a drunk male had become disorderly and aggressive when asked to leave one of the Fringe by the Sea venues due to him consuming his own alcohol on the premises.  On police arrival the male continued to shout and initially refused to desist before calming.  Accused was conveyed home and issued with a breach of the peace fixed penalty ticket.
· In the early hours of the morning on 28th August 2021 a call was received regarding youths causing damage to vehicles in Lochbridge Road. Officers attended and youths had dispersed prior to their arrival. No damage to vehicles found and no damage reported the following morning. 

· On the evening of the 28th August 2021 a report of concern for 2 intoxicated females on Melbourne Place. On police arrival officers obtained the details from the females and parents were contacted who attended and conveyed the female’s home.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· On Sunday 1st August, officers assisted the Coastguard and the Ambulance Service colleagues to a person in difficulty in the water near to Tantallon Terrace, North Berwick. A male was taken to hospital by SAS for precautionary measures.

· Sometime between Friday 30th July and Monday 2nd August, the window at Garden Stirling Burnett, Westgate, North Berwick had been smashed.  Enquiries ongoing.
· Sometime during the last week of July, a piece of jewellery was stolen from Oxfam, High Street.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.
· On Thursday 12th August, an Amazon parcel left on a doorstep and clothes from the rear garden were stolen from a property in Marly Green.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.

· In the early hours of Thursday 19th August, at Aldi Car Park, a vehicle was searched and drugs found within.  Male was issued with a RPW.

· In the early hour of 28th August 2021 a vehicle was stopped on Dirleton Avenue on a routine check. A strong smell of cannabis was emitting from the vehicle. Vehicle and persons within searched and small amount of cannabis was recovered. Male issued with a RPW.

· On the evening of 29th August 2021 a vehicle window was smashed while parked on Green Apron Park North Berwick. Enquiries are ongoing to identify persons responsible.
