Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On Monday 6th September a female was charged with drink driving after driving from The Auld Hoose to her home address under the influence of alcohol.
· On 10th September a vehicle accident occurred between a car and a motorbike on the B1347 near to North Berwick.  Very minor injury.  Rider of motorbike issued with a fixed penalty for careless driving.

· On Thursday 16th September, at Grange Road, North Berwick, a minor injury vehicle accident occurred between a van and a motorcycle.  The driver of the van was charged with careless driving.

· In the early hours of Friday 17th September, on Dunbar Road, North Berwick, a male was charged with drink driving.

· On Thursday 30th September 2021 on A198 at Dalrymple Service Station a driver was charged with no insurance and mobile phone offences.

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the evening of Thursday 2nd September, a report of a disturbance in Forth Street was reported.  Police attended however no trace of any persons.
· In the evening of Saturday 4th September, at North Berwick High School, about 15 wooden fence slats were damaged.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.

· In the evening of Saturday 4th September, a report of loud music from a house in Dall Hallow was reported.  East Lothian Council Noise Team notified.

· On the evening of Wednesday 8th September, a report was received of eggs being thrown at passing vehicles on East Road, North Berwick.  No damage, no further calls.  No further police action.
· In the early hours of Sunday 12th September, police received a call regarding a male trying a front door handle.  Police attended and traced a drunk male, who had lost his way.  Male taken home to sober up.  No further police action.

· Between 2300 hours on 12/09/21 and 0800 hours on 13/09/21, vandalism occurred at The North Berwick Fry, Quality Street.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.
· In the evening of Friday 17th September, a noise complaint was received for a property in Lauder Rambling.  Complaint passed onto the East Lothian Council Noise Team.

· Sometime during the weekend of 24th September, 5 windows at Law Primary School were smashed.  Details taken and enquiries ongoing.

· In the evening of Saturday 25th September, youths were causing a nuisance outside The Puffin.  Police attended and traced the youths who were spoken to and moved on.  1 youth taken home by police.
