Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· In the evening of Thursday 14th October, a 2 car vehicle accident occurred on Dirleton Avenue, North Berwick.  Driver charged with careless driving.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· On Thursday 30th September on the A198 Dirleton to North Berwick road, a male was charged with mobile phone offences and no insurance.  

· In the evening of Saturday 2nd October, police were made aware of a large crowd of youths causing a nuisance near Doo’cot, Trainers Brae. Police attended however no youths on police arrival.
· On Friday 15th October, a report of youths fighting on Lochbridge Road was received, however shortly after reports received that the fight had stopped and youths dispersed.  Police attended to give the area passing attention.  No sign of youths.

· There have been several calls regarding youths throwing eggs at cars on East Road, North Berwick.  Police have attended these incidents however youths have made off before police arrival.

· In the evening of Saturday 16th October, a report of youths setting off fireworks in The Lodge grounds was received.  Police attended a short time later however no trace of anyone setting of fireworks.

· On Wednesday 20th October, a report of youths causing a nuisance on High Street, North Berwick was received.  Police attended however no trace of youths on arrival.

Other Incidents of note / relevant Community Council information

· In the early hours of Thursday 7th October on Beach Road, North Berwick a vehicle was stopped and a search of the vehicle was conducted where officers found a small amount of drugs.  Male issued with a Recorded Police Warning.
· In the morning of Tuesday 12th October, a positive drugs search was conducted on High Street, North Berwick.
· On 14th October between 1800 and 2200 hours, a vehicle was damaged whilst parked on Ware Road.  Nothing seen or heard, details taken and enquiries ongoing.

· Police were called to an incident on Friday 15th October, where 2 males were charged with threatening and abusive behaviour.

· On Sunday 17th October, bottles of alcohol were stolen from Tesco Stores at North Berwick.  CCTV available and police making enquiries to identify culprit.

· At about 1930 hours on Tuesday 19th October, at North Berwick High School, damage was caused to the front fence by means of removal of 6 wooden panels.  CCTV available and enquiries ongoing.
· On Thursday 14th October, whilst parked on Beach Road, a vehicle was damaged by unknown means.  Reported to police and enquiries ongoing.
