Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· On Thursday 24th March, a male was arrested for drink driving after a minor VA on Dirleton Road, North Berwick.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· It has been reported to police that youths are targeting a house in Gilbert Avenue, loitering around the property and knocking on the door to cause a nuisance.  Community Warden involved and liaising with school regarding ID of youths.
· In the evening of Saturday 19th March, police were called to a group of males arguing in the High Street.  Police attended and searched the area however no trace of the males. No further reports.

· On Saturday 26th March, there was a report of a large number of youths within the Lodge Grounds, appeared to be intoxicated, shouting and making lots of noise.  Police attended a short time later, youths all dispersed.

· In the evening of Monday 28th March, a report of a small group of males about 17 years old smashing glass, playing loud music and shouting at the playpark, Law View.  Police attended a short time later, however no persons there on police arrival. 

· On Thursday 31st March 2022, a report of damage caused to a metal shed door belonging to St Andrew Blackadder Church hall, enquires are ongoing
· On the evening of Thursday 31st March 2022, report of youths setting off fire extinguishers and cardboard burnt at North Berwick High School. Enquires ongoing.

3. Housebreaking

· Report of housebreaking to Law Primary School on Friday 1st April 2022, window forced open and access gained. Gaming console stolen along with remote. Fire door glass smashed and external wooden “beach hut shed” forced open but nothing stolen from within. Enquires are ongoing.
4. Parking

· 70 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of February.
