Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

2. Antisocial Behaviour

· At approx. 1700 hours on Friday 8th April, there was a report of a large group of youths aged about 16-17 years on the beach near to Marine Parade drinking alcohol and causing a nuisance.  Police attended about 1800 hours however no trace of any youths.
· In the evening of Sunday 10th April, police received a report of 10+ youths aged about 15 years vandalising a bus stop on Lochbridge Road.  Police attended however no trace of youths or any recent damage to bus stop.

· On Saturday 16th April, police were called regarding youths gathered on Lochbridge Road, not doing anything untoward but due to previous problems in the same area, police were made aware.  Youths had moved on prior to police attending.  No issues.
· In the evening of Saturday 16th April, a report was received of an intoxicated male outside The Auld Hoose causing a disturbance.  Police attended however male had left prior to police arrival.
