Foreword:

During the period of the last report there have been several incidents of note. 

I am aware that there may be more incidents but, due to the nature of these, or ongoing investigations, I cannot give full details.

They are broken down in terms of the agreed priorities for the ward.

Ward Priorities

1. Road Safety

· After a 2 car vehicle accident on the road between Whitekirk and North Berwick, the driver of the offending vehicle to be reported for careless driving.  All persons checked over at scene by SAS, no injuries and no one taken to hospital.
2. Antisocial Behaviour

· In the early hours of Tuesday 5th July, police received a report of a male on a moped speeding along the footpath at Keppel Road.  Police attended however no trace of the moped on arrival.
· In the evening of Tuesday 12th July, police received a report of youths on the roof at North Berwick Law School.  Police attended a short time later but no trace of any youths on the roof or near the school.

· In the early hours of Friday 22nd July, a report of youths throwing eggs on the High Street, North Berwick was reported.  Police attended however no trace.

· In the evening of Friday 22nd July, a report was received of a large group of people on the beach playing loud music and having a fire.  Fire service contacted and attended.  Bonfire on the beach, no concerns.  Police attended re the loud music however no noise on police arrival.

· In the early hours of Saturday 23rd July, a report of youths causing a nuisance in Quality Street was received.  Police attended however no trace of youths.

3. Housebreaking

· A storage unit at Castleton Farm has been broken in to and 7 electric bikes stolen from within.  Police attended and enquiries ongoing at this time.
4. Parking

· 108 parking tickets were issued by the East Lothian Parking wardens in North Berwick during the month of June.
