Foreword from PC Natalie Dalziel 
The agreed CAPP priorities at the previous meeting (18th January 2023) for the area were mainly in relation to road safety, speeding and parking. I have not identified any issues regarding dangerous or obstructive parking within North Berwick over the last few weeks however patrols will continue. A number of speed checks have been carried out on Dunbar Road and East Road and drivers have been warned in line with the Lord Advocates Guidelines. Due to operational demands I have been unable to deploy the pop up police person however plan to deploy over coming months. I can confirm that the area only has one pop up police person as the last was stolen by unknown means a while ago. 
I have spoken with Balgone Estate regarding signage remaining from their Christmas Event and they advised they would ensure that these were removed in a timely manner. 

I have been making regular patrols in an around the Lodge grounds in North Berwick and will continue this as the evenings are getting lighter. Joint patrols with the Community Warden will also be undertaken. 

I won’t be in attendance at the next CAPP meeting due to annual leave however a Police Sergeant will attend in my absence.
