Foreword from PC Natalie Dalziel
The agreed CAPP Priorities at the previous meeting for the area were mainly in relation to road safety and graffiti/vandalism which the Community Wardens will take the lead with. 

Earlier this month a Misuse of Drugs warrant was executed at a property in North Berwick where a quantity of drugs were seized and a report has been sent to the Procurator Fiscal.  

Community officers marked around 25 pedal cycles in the North Berwick and Gullane area on Saturday 25th March 2023. This was well received by the Community and plans have been made to attend at Law Primary to mark a number of bikes this week. 

Community officers and the Community Wardens have been working closely in recent weeks in regards to complaints of antisocial behaviour and thefts at North Berwick Harbour. 
Your Community Policing Officer will not routinely attend Community Council meetings unless specifically requested in response to specific issues. The officer will attend the CAPP (Community & Police Partnership). The CAPP meeting is for elected members and local representatives to agree local priorities, therefore all community councils are encouraged to have a representative attend.
