Foreword from PC Natalie Dalziel
The agreed CAPP priorities at the previous meeting for the area were in relation to road safety/speeding on the A198 coming into North Berwick. Community officers have conducted a number of speed checks with the majority of motorists complying with the posted speed limit. A small number of motorists were warned regarding their speed in line with the Lord Advocate’s guidelines which was well received.

I have been in and out of North Berwick High School on a regular basis with the School Link Officer PC Cruden in regards to a few minor youth issues in the area. These youths have been identified and spoken with/charged where relevant. 

Your Community Policing Officer will not routinely attend Community Council meetings unless specifically requested in response to specific issues. The officer will attend the CAPP (Community & Police Partnership). The CAPP meeting is for elected members and local representatives to agree local priorities, therefore all community councils are encouraged to have a representative attend. 

Between 26th April and 29th May 2023, there were 109 calls to the area. This resulted in the police recording 20 crimes as follows:

1) Speeding – Haddington Road, North Berwick (passing Law Primary School) - Speed checks and Pop Up Police officer to be deployed when possible. 

2) Speeding A198 coming in to Aberlady (passing Aberlady Primary School) – Cllr Allan and Community Council to look at improved signage regarding close proximity of the primary school in this area. 

3) Issues with boats and fishing equipment being left on West Beach. – PC Dalziel and Community Warden to arrange a meeting to see what else can be done about this. Regular patrols in the area to be carried out also.
