Foreword from PC Natalie Dalziel 
The agreed CAPP priorities at the previous meeting for the area were in relation to road safety/speeding on the A198 coming into North Berwick. Community officers will conduct speed checks over coming weeks. 
On Thursday 20th April 2023, following on from numerous reports of criminal activity in the North Berwick Harbour/West Beach area linked to illegal fishing, a male was arrested and charged with a report being sent to the Procurator Fiscal. Enforcement action will continue over coming months in partnership with Marine Scotland, East Lothian Council and other relevant agencies. 

The next CAPP meeting is on Wednesday 24th of May at 1930 hours at North Berwick Community Centre. 
Your Community Policing Officer will not routinely attend Community Council meetings unless specifically requested in response to specific issues. The officer will attend the CAPP (Community & Police Partnership). The CAPP meeting is for elected members and local representatives to agree local priorities, therefore all community councils are encouraged to have a representative attend.
