One of the CAPP Priorities for the area which was agreed at the last meeting was speeding/road safety on the B1347/Haddington Road in North Berwick. Community officers have conducted a number speed checks in the area with the majority of motorists complying with the posted speed limit. The Pop up Police person has also been deployed. 

An incident was reported to Police involving youths entering one of the passenger vessels moored at North Berwick Harbour earlier this month. The youths have been traced and warned regarding their behaviour. 

Community Officers continue to work with East Lothian Council and other partners regarding ASB and items being left on the beach/harbour area in North Berwick. This will continue over coming months.

Following the CAPP meeting on 24th May 2023, the following priorities were agreed:

1) Speeding – Haddington Road, North Berwick (passing Law Primary School) - Speed checks and Pop Up Police officer to be deployed when possible. 

2) Speeding A198 coming in to Aberlady (passing Aberlady Primary School) – Cllr Allan and Community Council to look at improved signage regarding close proximity of the primary school in this area. 

3) Issues with boats and fishing equipment being left on West Beach. – PC Dalziel and Community Warden to arrange a meeting to see what else can be done about this. Regular patrols in the area to be carried out also.
