One of the CAPP priorities for the area agreed at the last meeting was youth ASB within the Lodge Grounds in North Berwick. I am pleased to report that there have been no reports made to the Police regarding any issues within the Lodge Grounds over the last 4 weeks. Halloween and Bonfire night will obviously be of a concern to the North Berwick Community due to the events of last year however Police have been specifically rostered to patrol specific areas within East Lothian to prevent a repeat of that type of behaviour. 

A quick reminder: Housebreakings are on the rise in East Lothian where mainly high powered/high value vehicles are being targeted. I have previously sent over crime prevention advice however if anyone needs this again please let me know. Keeping keys out of sight, storing vehicles within garages and installing CCTV are the best ways to prevent vehicles being stolen.
