Foreword from PC Neil Whittingham
Since the last CAPP there have been very few calls regarding Anti-Social Behaviour and I have had positive engagement with local youths at the Skate Park. Fringe by the Sea is now underway and we have had dedicated officers assigned to the event over the first 3 days, there have been no calls regarding any anti-social behaviour or any offences linked to the event.  I am aware that issues have been raised in relation to parking issues caused by an increase in traffic, this will be for ELC Parking attendants to address in the first instance. I will however make officers who are working at the event aware of these concerns. 
Your Community Policing Officer will not routinely attend Community Council meetings unless specifically requested in response to specific issues. The officer will attend the CAPP (Community & Police Partnership). The CAPP meeting is for elected members and local representatives to agree local priorities; therefore, all community councils are encouraged to have a representative attend.
