Following the CAPP meeting it has been highlighted that there have been reports of speeding on Haddington Road and Lochbridge Road, North Berwick. As a result of this I will carry out routine patrols in these areas and place the police officer pop up in the area to act as a deterrent.

There has also been continued reports of youth anti-social behaviour at the skate park, North Berwick. I will again attend and engage with the youths, and I have also made the community warden aware of further reports.
In relation to the community speed watch volunteers at Drem are in the later stages of the process and should be ready for their training on the speed gun soon. This means that they should hopefully be up and running in the not-too-distant future. If anyone would like to volunteer for a speed watch group in North Berwick please just let me know.

Your Community Policing Officer will not routinely attend Community Council meetings unless specifically requested in response to specific issues. The officer will attend the CAPP (Community & Police Partnership). The CAPP meeting is for elected members and local representatives to agree local priorities; therefore, all community councils are encouraged to have a representative attend.
